God 
has many exciting things in store for South Avenue Baptist Church, and we look forward to sharing in these with 
you as we serve Him together. As excited as we are, I have to be honest with you, the sermon I preached this last 
week is playing out right before my eyes: “Trust in The Lord”, taken from Proverbs 3:5-6.  
 
We are trusting that God will allow us to sell our house 
quickly, but we have no offers as of today (July 25th). We are trusting that God allows us to get packed and on the 
road August 15th. We are trusting that God will provide grace as we travel across the country back to Texas. We are 
trusting that God will provide housing for us upon arrival. (We have none yet).  We are trusting that God will pro-
vide a smooth transition for both churches as we begin service in Pasadena. We are trusting that God will stir in the 
hearts of His church and many more people will come to know Him.  
 
Now the faith part of the sermon comes into play with our trust. How much do I really trust that God will provide 
and direct our path? “Trust in the Lord with ALL your HEART, lean not on your own understanding, in ALL your 
ways acknowledge Him, and He will direct your path.” Proverbs 3:5-6. We are moving on the 15th whether or not 
our house has sold. We have already purchased a trailer to move our stuff and have begun packing and selling so 
that we can load up and leave. We must get in the car and start driving if we trust that God will protect us on our 
journey. We are looking and praying about all our options for housing. (Houses for sale, or rent, apartments, hotels, 
family, travel trailers, tents, everything is open for discussion.) God has already provided an Interim Pastor for our 
current church in Merlin, so this transition is ready. God has already provided wonderful staff, servants, and mem-
bers at South Avenue, so I have no doubt the transition will be amazing. Has God been stirring in your heart yet? 
Are you going to Trust in Him, while you take the step of Faith to follow Him? John 6:46 says, “you call me Lord, 
Lord, but you do not do what I say.” Are you ready to do what He says? WE ARE! 
 
God has already filled us with hope, joy, and peace, as we trust in Him. (Romans 15:13) He has always provided for 
us. He has always protected us. He has already paved the path for us to follow. We must simply trust in Him, walk 
the path in faith, continue to be filled with hope, and share His love with others.
